Consultation Overview:  How it Works
Step 1:  Preparation

For a long distance consultation, I rely on the information that you provide to analyze the space/property and develop recommendations for improvements and corrections.  This includes:

· A COMPLETED QUESTIONNAIRE 

· A MAP OF YOUR PROPERY 

· A DETAILED FLOORPLAN of your home 

· INTERIOR AND EXTERIOR PHOTOGRAPHS of your home - For local consultations, I can provide this service. 
Step 2: Written Analysis
Before the consultation, I will review your responses to the questionnaire as well as your floor plan, and I will prepare a written analysis.  The analysis will describe the overall aspects that you are working with at your residence, and give you recommendations on how to fix the problem areas.  

Step 3:  Discussion

After you have had a chance to read the written analysis, we will meet to discuss my findings and recommendations with you, as well as answer any questions that you might have.  We will also discuss how you will begin the Feng Shui process. 

Step 4:  Follow – Through

After our consultation, I will send you a summary of the key action steps that we have agreed deserve your priority attention.  You should try to accomplish at least one of these items within 72 hours of the consultation if at all possible.  

Step 5:  Follow – Up

I will contact you approximately two weeks after the consultation to see how things are going, and what changes you may have noticed.

34. If your money situation is not as good as you would like, what is the core of this problem?  (i.e. lack of income, unexpected or uncontrolled expenses, inability to save?)
Romance

35. What is your romantic/partnership status? 

36. Has this status changed in the past year or so (or since moving to this home)?

37. If you are married/partnered, what aspect of the relationship is strongest, and what needs the most strengthening? 

38. Do you feel sufficiently appreciated in this relationship? 

39. What if any improvement or change would you like to see in your love life?

40. Are you satisfied with your community involvement?

42. Is lack of inspiration or motivation a problem in any way?

PROPERTY MAP

For and Apartment:

Provide a building diagram (if possible) showing the location of your unit within the structure

For a Townhouse:
Provide a diagram of the development, or of the street/block showing the location of your unit. 

For a House:

Provide a diagram of your property including:

· Shape and boundaries

· Location and positioning of the house on the lot

· Location of the street and driveway

· Slope of the land, if not flat (also indicate if the slope is gentle or steep)
For all locations:

Compass orientation of the building (if known); either a compass reading taken at the front door, or accurate indication of North shown with an arrow on your plan 

Any water features (pond, swimming pool, stream) on or neighboring your property

Any major landscaping or structural features on or near your property, such as a radio tower, much larger/taller structures nearby, or busy roads/intersections

If there is a church/business or other public space, please indicate what and the direction it is located on the plan

FLOOR PLAN

An accurate floor plan of your entire home is essential to your consultation.  If you have a professional floor plan or layout diagram available, you will need to add the location of the major pieces of furniture – see floor plan example. 
If you do not have a professional blueprint of your space, you will either need to create one on your own, or I will be able to take the field measurements necessary to create one at an additional charge.  The plan need not to be to scale, but it is imperative that the plan is to the correct proportion. 

To create a plan on your own, you must take the overall dimensions of each room and lay them out to the best of your ability using a scale ruler, or graph paper.  You will also need to document the locations of each piece of furniture.  

Be sure that all architectural details are also placed accurately, to proportion, and that the following features are included:

· All exterior and interior walls
· All doors including the hinged side, and which direction they open

· All windows

· Stairs

· Fireplaces

· All large pieces of furniture and built-ins

· Kitchen and bathroom fixtures – all plumbing locations
· Major appliances (stove, refrigerator, TV, A/C unit, etc.)

· Location of fuse box and electric meter

· Who sleeps in which bedroom

Also note on your plan any doors, appliances, or other major items that are either broken or not working properly.  Please also indicate what is primarily stored in each storage closet – and what areas contain clutter.  
NOTE:  Please do not send me the only copy of your plan.  Please keep a copy for yourself to have available at the time of your consultation. 

PHOTOGRAPHS

Provide photographs of your property and home – use this checklist as a guide.  Please do not clean up excessively before taking the photos.  I want to see your home as it is on a typical day for you…not the way it looks when you clean for company.  
Very IMPORTANT: a picture of you and your family if applicable!

Property:

· Front, back and side yards

· Garden, if you have one

· View of the property or house from the street

· View of your street in either direction

· Anything else of interest: major landscaping features, neighboring structures, etc. 

Home Exterior:

· Front, back and sides of the house

· View looking out from the front door

· View looking out from the back door

· Porches and/or patios

…For an Apartment:

· Front of the building from across the street

· View looking out from the building entrance

· What you see outside your living room, kitchen, and bedroom windows

Home Interior:

· View looking in from the front door

· Also - view looking in from the entry that is most used – if not the front door 

· All hallways, plus stairs if you have them

· All rooms – including the restrooms from the entry to the room – make sure all areas are covered

· For the bedroom, include what you see from the bed

· Main closets and storage spaces; bathrooms, pantry, foyer, etc. 

· Any major pieces of artwork in the living room, office, bedroom, 

· Kitchen: be sure to include counters, stove, and eating area
